‘Mandavetti’ shoot 
wraps up

In the latest twist of President Donald Trump’s diplomatic and economic 
playbook, the administration has announced what could be described as 
a landmark, and perhaps overly-optimistic, deal with India’s Reliance 
Industries. The $300 billion commitment will see the construction 
of the first new oil refinery in the U.S. in half a century. Situated 
in Brownsville, Texas, this refinery is touted to process exclusively 
American shale oil, marking a key step in Trump's broader vision of 
"American Energy Dominance."
The deal, made public on March 10, 2026, via Trump’s social media 
platform 'Truth Social,' is being heralded as a game-changer. Trump 
claimed that the project would create thousands of American jobs and 
generate billions in economic activity. Whether the economic windfall 
materializes is another matter, but the political symbolism is undeniably 
potent—especially as global oil prices fluctuate amidst the ongoing 
geopolitical tensions, particularly between Iran and Israel.
For Trump, the deal also appears to be a calculated pivot from earlier, 
more erratic foreign policy stances, particularly regarding trade and 
visa policies with India. Over the past few years, Trump has oscillated 
between aggressive trade rhetoric and occasional moments of calculated 
diplomacy with India. This new refinery project may well be a gesture 
aimed at reassuring both India and the U.S. workforce, especially those 
concerned about the future of Indian professionals in the American job 
market.
Reliance, in exchange for its financial commitment, has secured a 20-
year long-term agreement to purchase and market the fuels produced 
at the new facility. While Reliance has yet to comment on the deal 
publicly, both the White House and media reports suggest that this 
partnership could reshape energy relations between India and the U.S.
What Trump fails to mention in his gushing pronouncements is the 
longer-term economic reality of such a project. While the refinery’s 
capacity to process 160,000 barrels of shale oil per day is significant, 
it is not a game-changing figure in the global oil market, where the 
present scale of operations dwarfs such numbers. And despite Trump’s 
lofty claim that the refinery will be the "cleanest" in the world, 
environmental groups and experts will definitely scrutinize its carbon 
footprint, especially considering the controversial methods involved in 
shale oil extraction.
For all the fanfare about job creation, this project may end up benefitting 
a very specific demographic. While Trump’s administration emphasizes

the creation of "American jobs," there is little mention of the fact that Reliance’s international expertise 
may necessitate a significant number of skilled foreign workers—many of whom would hail from India. 
It is a delicate balancing act: an overture to Indian business interests and the continued use of skilled 
foreign labor to bolster U.S. industry.
Beyond the refinery, this announcement also reinforces the Trump administration’s apparent strategy 
of leveraging economic diplomacy as a tool for peace. Trump recently claimed credit for averting a 
nuclear war between India and Pakistan in May 2025, using tariff threats to broker a ceasefire. In his 
view, trade deals are not just about economics—they are instruments of geopolitical strategy, designed 
to achieve a "Board of Peace" agenda.
In line with this, Trump will likely have to reassess his tough stance on visa policies and skilled 
immigration, particularly given the significant role that international talent plays in projects like this. 
The current visa restrictions have created “significant barriers” for American employers and institutions 
that rely heavily on foreign professionals, an issue that Trump would do well to address, if he intends 
to ensure that the energy sector, and other industries, benefits from this influx of foreign investment.
Ultimately, whether this refinery becomes the success Trump envisions, or is just another high-profile 
gamble, remains to be seen. The project will face significant technical and regulatory challenges, and 
questions remain about its environmental impact. Nevertheless, as Trump continues his "America First" 
rhetoric, the deal with Reliance is certainly a striking example of how foreign relations, business 
interests, and energy policy are increasingly intertwined. Whether it will lead to a sustained period of 
cooperation or simply serve as another blip on the radar of Trump’s mercurial presidency remains to 
be seen.
